Bangalore Airport opens India’s first on-airport public bonded warehouse

As part of its vision to make Bangalore airport a successful cargo hub, Bangalore International Airport
(BIAL) recently opened India’s first on-airport public bonded warehouse. The 10,000 sq-ft warehouse facility will be under the
jurisdiction of the City Commissionerate, Bengaluru Customs. This facility will reduce supply chain costs and facilitate trade at
India’s IT hub and surrounding regions.

The Public Bonded Warehouse will help re-export of goods, long-term storage of bonded cargo, assist in partial clearances
and allow value-added services such as labeling, packing and repacking services. Due to the presence of IT & BT companies,
multinational companies and retail brands, Bangalore handles a large volume of imports. The new facility will play a
significant role in boosting the economy of the region, by improving trade and connecting markets around the world. BLR
Airport is the busiest and most preferred cargo terminal for manufacturers in South India.

BLR Airport processed 99,154 MT of cargo in the first five months between April and August 2020, recording a 92% growth in
cargo air traffic movements. It offers the largest air cargo terminal in South India, with a handling capacity of 570,000 MT and
an average travel time of nine hours from major manufacturing clusters across South India. BLR Airport is emerging as the
preferred cargo gateway for industries from the region, making it the third busiest Cargo Airport in the Country and the busiest
in South India

Indian Trade recovers after months of weak import demand, exports also rise
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India’s trade balance has started to normalize with a pickup in both imports and exports after sustaining
months of lull due to the coronavirus pandemic. With this, India is expected to go back to mangeable trade deficit from a short
period of trade surplus. “The ongoing normalisation in trade deficit was accompanied by normalcy coming back into both
exports and import demand,” a Barclays report said on Wednesday. In August, India’s exports fell by 12.7% on-year even while
imports rose sequentially as there was a jump in commodity demand due to low inventory.

Food products, iron ore and pharmaceutical products saw strong export growth even as exports slumped in key areas such as
gems and jewellery, petroleum products, and capital goods. Given the overall decline in global demand, the 12.7% on-year
decline in merchandise exports is not surprising and reflects the challenges that Indian exporters will continue to face in
stepping up its shipment levels, a sustained growth in exports of agricultural and pharmaceutical goods is encouraging.

Going forward, while India is likely to post a goods trade deficit in the coming montbhs, it is expected to remain low and
manageable, the Barclays report said.

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Pharma, perishables and e-commerce driving air cargo recovery in India

> India’s air cargo market is gathering steam, with exports leading the recovery, post-lockdown.Mumbai
International Airport saw 18,820 freighter movements between April and August, with general cargo volumes up 278% to
72,000 tonnes.The air cargo recovery has been mostly driven by a strong export market, mainly due to pharmaceuticals,
perishables and e-commerce. All major airports are showing a positive trend in terms of exports, but import demand is still
slow due to the limited capacity.

Furthermore, domestic retail and manufacturing, especially automotive, continue to be slow and affected by lockdown, low
demand, shortage of manpower and a lack of orders. Airfreight capacity is still tight, as scheduled passenger flights were yet
to resume, except for 13 “bubble flights” where India has agreed to jointly open borders with partner countries. Most of the
airlines are still operating cargo charters and passenger-converted charters, with roughly only 50% capacity available,
compared with pre-Covid times.

As a result freight rates were still two-to-three times higher than usual, depending on the tradelane. Given India’s status as a
major pharmaceutical manufacturer a strong year end recovery is predicted..

World’s Longest Highway Tunnel — Manali, India

The World’s Longest Highway Tunnel Belongs To India, Completed After 10 Years, the recently constructed Atal Tunnel
in India has turned out to be the world’s longest highway tunnel located 10,000 feet above the mean sea level. The
tunnel connects Manali to Leh under the Rohtang Pass in the Eastern Pir Panjal Himalayan ranges.

Reportedly, it took around 10 years to build the tunnel while the original time span to complete the construction was
6 years. The tunnel is uniquely designed with CCTV cameras at every 60 metres and emergency exit tunnels at every
500 meters inside the tunnel. The tunnel will reduce the distance between Manali and Leh by 46 kilometres and four
hours of travel time saved.

The Atal Tunnel is indeed a sight of beauty and looks stunningly huge and gigantic. The construction of the tunnel was
carried out from two sides, given the fact that the construction of the tunnel from one of the ends, Rohtang Pass, was
one of the challenging tasks as its accessible only for 4-5 months in a year, due to heavy snowfall. The total length of
the tunnel is 9.02 km. The Tunnel is mesmerising and is sure to lure the traveller to visit again.
